It’s your time to shine!

Keep it fun and tell us all about it! You know the inside scoop and details of your garment — let the
audience in on the fun by letting them know the who, what, why, when, and how of it!

Please write a 150-200 word narrative about your garment. (If you write your narrative in Microsoft
Word, go to “Tools” and click on Word Count to find how many words you’ve written. Please type in
bold size 14 font and double space. Set the margins to .5 and you’ll be able to get it all on one page.)

Type your name and garment title at the top of the page. Then dive in to describe the details and tell the
highlights of your creative journey! Why did you pick the pattern, fabrics and trim? Is the color special
to you?

Teamwork makes it all the better!

Please email Marcia (mbarker@ccwip.net) a copy of your entry before show time, preferably by April
7™, That allows maximum time to organize the show and best display your entries. The final deadline
for turning in the garments and narrative is 4:00pm, Friday afternoon, April 16™ at the Education
Office in the Hyatt O’Hare (lower level). The garments will be carefully guarded by the personnel in the
Education Office right up until showtime.
