Padded pinnable ironing board (thick enough for pins stuck vertically to stand up firmly - June 
Tailor’s Cushioned Quilter’s Square N’ Blocker is best; Alternately, tape together layers of foam 
core, and cover with fabric. Minimum size: 11x17


Basic sewing supplies, including:

Pins

Plain thread (like Aurifil), variegated thread (like King Tut)

Scissors for fabric

Scissors for paper

Rotary cutting mat (md) (cutter optional)


Fabric: Prints are fun for larger clamshells, the smaller or outlined ones read better in plainer 
fabrics. Just bring your shopping bag, and throw in some solids! (Total of 10-15 fat quarters or 
more, for variety, not quantity.)
