Students must bring the following standard quilting supplies:

e Thread snips

e Quilt safe marking tools such as chalk pencils that will show up on your fabric. (Kit fabric
will be dark solid for easy visuals.)

e Rotary rulers for marking such as a 3” x 18” and an 8” square or equivalent. These will
just be used to mark lines, so no specific size is required.

e Seat Cushion: this is optional, though highly recommended to help you sit at the correct
height. This makes the technique much easier.

Kit Items: ($20):

* 1 fat quarter quilt sandwich

* 1 Spool of Magnifico Polyester Thread from Superior Threads and matching bobbin

* 1-10" quilt sandwich square for machine setup.
